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Diritti umani e diritto internazionale was establi-
shed in 2007 by a number of Italian and foreign 
international law scholars. It aims at investigating 

international protection of human rights, particularly 
from the legal point of view, albeit with an interdiscipli-
nary perspective. The editorial project was motivated by 
the centrality of human rights issues in the international 
legal system; the ever growing interaction between the 
international and the domestic legal dimension of the 
protection of human rights; the width and relevance of 
the scientific debate on the issue of human rights. 
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
